Guidance on Requlatory and Supervisory requirements applicable
to newly formed RRBs (Post-Amalgamation)

This is in reference to the eleven (11) notifications issued by DFS, MoF dated
05.04.2025 with regard to the amalgamation of 26 RRBs into 11 RRB(s) on the
principles of "One State One RRB". (Annexure - A)

2, Notification issued: It has been notified vide said notification that in exercise
of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of section 23A of the Regional Rural Banks
Act, 1976, the Central Government hereby provides for the amalgamation of the
twenty-six (26) Regional Rural Banks (hereafter referred as transferor banks) into
eleven (11) Regional Rural Banks (hereafter referred as transferee bank), which shall
come into effect on and from the 1st day of May, 2025 with such constitution, property,
powers, rights, interests, authorities and privileges; and with such liabilities, duties and
obligations as specified in the said notification.

3. Present Status of registration of RRBs with PFRDA: In this regard, out of
26 RRBs, thirteen (13) RRBs are registered as Point of Presence (PoP) with PFRDA
solely for distributing Atal Pension Yojana (APY), five (5) RRBs are registered as Point
of Presence (PoP) with PFRDA for distributing Atal Pension Yojana (APY) and
National Pension System (NPS), four (4) RRBs are registered as Point of Presence
(PoP) with PFRDA for distributing APY and NPS Lite and four (4) RRBs are not
registered with PFRDA as on date although distributing APY.

4, Registration required by Transferee Banks with PFRDA:

4.1 Based on the existing activities undertaken by the 26 transferor banks, the 11
transferee banks shall seek registration as under:

- Four (4) Transferee banks shall be registered as PoP for distributing APY only and
the associated list is as follows:

Jammu and Kashmir Grameen Bank
Maharashtra Gramin Bank

Odisha Grameen Bank

West Bengal Gramin Bank
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- Three (3) Transferee banks shall be registered as PoP for distributing APY and NPS
and the associated list is as follows:

e Andhra Pradesh Grameena Bank
o Karnataka Grameena Bank
o Madhya Pradesh Gramin Bank

- Two (2) Transferee banks shall be registered as PoP for distributing APY and NPS
Lite and the associated list is as follows:

« Bihar Gramin Bank
o Uttar Pradesh Gramin Bank

- Two (2) Transferee banks shall be registered as PoP for distributing APY, NPS and
NPS Lite and the associated list is as follows:

e Gujarat Gramin Bank
e Rajasthan Gramin Bank

4.2. In accordance with the prevailing regulatory framework as per Regulation
5(1)(e) and 5(1)(g) of PFRDA (POP) Regulations, 2018, Points of Presence (POPs)
applying for registration solely for the purpose of distributing the Atal Pension Yojana
(APY) are exempt from the eligibility criteria pertaining to net worth and profitability.
Accordingly, the four (4) Regional Rural Banks (RRBs) required to obtain registration
exclusively for the distribution of APY shall also be exempt from compliance with these
specific criteria.

4.3. The Seven (7) RRBs, which would be interalia sourcing APY and NPS and/or
NPS Lite, would be expected to meet the eligibility criteria of profit and net worth as
per Regulation 5 of PFRDA (POP) Regulations, 2018.

In all the above cases, only a single Certificate of Registration (COR)
would be issued to each of the eleven entities, and our endeavour would be to
issue the COR within three (3) days of receipt of complete
information/documents from the transferee RRB (the applicant).

5. Post amalgamation, the Transferor banks shall cease to carry on the
business including that of making any payment to any depositors or discharge any
liability or obligation to the creditors except to the extent as may be necessary for
implementation of the provisions of the amalgamation of this notification, therefore it
may be prudent that transferee bank should be registered with PFRDA at the earliest.

6. Onboarding and servicing of subscribers: Till the issuance of the fresh
Certificate of Registration (COR) to Transferee Banks, the corresponding Transferor
Banks can continue to do their pension-related business under their existing COR, for
the activities they have been previously registered with PFRDA. However, Transferor
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Banks are strictly prohibited from conducting business(s) under the name and
activities of any other Transferor Banks within the group or under the name of the
Transferee Bank.

After the registration of the Transferee Bank with PFRDA, all branches of the
respective Transferor Banks may conduct pension-related activities in accordance
with the fresh Certificate of Registration issued to the Transferee Bank.

Explanation: If A, B and C Banks have been amalgamated as D Bank, where A Bank
is registered under APY and NPS, B Bank is registered under APY and C Bank is
registered under APY and NPS-Lite, till the issuance of the Certificate of Registration
to D Bank, the transferor banks i..e A, B and C shall only continue to onboard/service
subscribers related to APY & NPS, APY and APY & NPS-Lite, in compliance to their
existing CORs respectively. For example, B bank cannot onboard/service subscribers
in the name of A, C or D banks or vice-versa.

7. Requlatory requirements of the Transferee Bank

7.1  Registration of the Transferee bank:

i. Scenario 1: All Transferor banks are registered as PoP for distributing
only APY

In case the transferor banks are registered solely for activities of APY, the
transferee bank is advised to fill in the application form A seeking registration
as PoP-APY. (Annexure - B)

Meeting eligibility criteria: As per the eligibility criteria specified under
regulation 5 of the PFRDA (PoP) Regulations, 2018, the transferee Banks,
seeking registration as PoP for distributing only APY, are exempted from
meeting the minimum net worth and profitability criteria.

ii. Scenario 2: Any of the Transferor bank(s) is registered as PoP for
distributing APY and NPS and/or NPS Lite

In case, any of the transferor banks is registered for distributing APY and NPS
and/or NPS Lite, the transferee bank is advised to fill in the application form
A seeking registration as PoP-NPS (Annexure - C). Also, the transferee banks
are required to pay the application fee and registration fee as per Regulations
4(1) and 9(1) of the PFRDA (POP) Regulations, 2018. The transferee banks,
which are seeking registration for servicing NPS Lite subscribers, also have to
enclose a covering letter requesting that they may be permitted to provide
services to the existing subscribers of NPS Lite under Regulation 3 of PFRDA
(PoP) Regulations.

Meeting eligibility criteria: The transferee banks seeking registration as PoP
for distributing APY and NPS and/or NPS-Lite are required to meet the eligibility
conditions as per Regulation 5 of PFRDA (POP) Regulations, 2018.
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It is to be noted that, as per proviso under Regulation 3 (1) of PFRDA (PoP)
Regulations, the entity already registered under NPS-Lite-Swavalamban
scheme, may continue to be a PoP and they are required to provide services to
only the existing subscribers of the transferor banks and are not allowed to
onboard new subscribers.

Scenario 3: Transferor bank(s) though performing activities under APY
are currently not registered with PFRDA as PoP-APY under PoP
Regulations

In case any of the transferor banks are not registered with PFRDA as PoP for
distributing APY under PoP Regulations, the transferee bank is advised to fill in
the application form A seeking registration as PoP-APY. (Annexure - B)

Meeting eligibility criteria: Same as scenario 1.

Submission of Security Deposit:

After the issuance of the Certificate of Registration to the transferee bank, the
security deposit shall be submitted by the eligible transferee banks (except for
those seeking registration only under APY) with PFRDA, in accordance with
Regulation 10(2) of PFRDA (POP) Regulations, 2018.

The transferee bank shall be entitled to claim any security deposit that has been
previously submitted by the transferor banks, subsequent to the submission of
its own security deposit in accordance with point (a) above.

Submission of Annual Compliance Certificate:

All Annual Compliance Certificates, as mandated under Regulation 11(d) of the
PFRDA (PoP) Regulations, 2018, shall be duly submitted by all transferor banks
for the financial year 2024—-2025. A copy of the prescribed format for the Annual
Compliance Certificate is enclosed herewith. (Annexure — D)

It would be the responsibility of the transferee bank to ensure that the above-
mentioned Annual Compliance Certificate of all the transferor banks are
submitted to PFRDA.

It may please be noted that POPs registered for distributing APY exclusively
are advised to submit the annual compliance certificates (ACC) for the FY 2024-
25 latest by 30t June, 2025 and the POPs registered for distributing APY and
NPS and/or NPS Lite, may submit the annual compliance certificates latest by
31st October, 2025. The format of the ACC is attached for reference. The
transferee banks may please submit the ACCs through email at (regulation-
pop@pfrda.org.in) with a copy to (vamsi.tirumareddi@pfrda.org.in).

In case where the compliance officer/s for the transferor bank/s (erstwhile
bank/s) do not exist due to amalgamation of the RRB/s, then newly appointed
compliance officer from the transferee bank shall submit ACC due for the FY
2024-25 on behalf of transferor bank separately for each bank, for the said
period, to the above mentioned email address.
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Submission of correct bank account along with PAN details of the
transferee bank: The transferee banks are required to submit the correct bank
account details along with the PAN details so that same may be updated for
release of commission/incentive after 01-05-2025 under APY into the correct
account and to a newly created entity referred as transferee bank. The same
may be submitted to PFRDA latest by 315t May, 2025 in physical copy as per
the following format:

Supervisory requirements of the Transferee Bank

Handling of Operational Activities:

Notwithstanding the issuance of new CoR, the transferee bank shall handle the
operational activities during the interim period (time period between effective
date of amalgamation of RRBs and their date of integration of CBS) in the
following manner in respect of NPS, NPS-Lite and APY (hereinafter referred to
as ‘Pension Schemes’) to ensure uninterrupted services to all the subscribers:

The transferee bank may carry out all pension scheme-related operations as
per the existing tagging of the transferor bank(s) in the CRA system, until CBS
integration is completed and subscribers are tagged to the transferee bank in
the CRA system.

All such operations shall be undertaken in compliance with the PFRDA (Points
of Presence) Regulations, 2018, and applicable circulars/guidelines, including
but not limited to:

a.  Guidelines for Operational Activities for NPS dated 30 June 2023

b. Guidelines for Operational Activities for NPS-Lite dated 16 March 2022

c. Guidelines for Operational Activities for APY dated 23 December 2021

In case of APY, the transferee bank shall continue to ensure timely deduction
and remittance of contributions as per the operational guidelines, particularly
during each month-end, given the discontinuation of ODI waiver for delay in
contribution file upload.

Before undertaking such change in CRA system, the transferee bank shall
ensure the following:
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a.  All the subscriber requests under pension scheme including registration,
service requests, grievances and exit/withdrawal requests pending
against the transferor and transferee banks are processed in CRA system.

b. All the balances/contributions lying in the collection accounts of transferor
and transferee banks be reconciled and transferred to the Trustee bank /
returned to subscribers, as the case may be.

c. Unreconciled balance, if any, shall be strictly reconciled well before
completion of CBS integration.

d. Upon completion of CBS integration and tagging of subscribers to itself in
the CRA system, the transferee bank shall ensure the following:

e. Identify the collection account per pension scheme which the transferee
bank may retain from among the collection accounts maintained by
transferor/transferee banks, and the remaining collection accounts be
closed.

f. Ensure the operative collection account bears the transferee bank's
nomenclature as per the Regulation 15(1)(c)(i) of PFRDA (PoP)
Regulations, 2018.

Ad-hoc Compliance Reporting to PFRDA

The transferee bank shall ensure to submit the following to the PFRDA (via
email at reports-pop@pfrda.org.in):

Intimate the date of integration of CBS and the date of subscriber tagging to
transferee bank in CRA system, to PFRDA, immediately upon completion of
these activities.

Submit separate audit certifications in respect of each pension scheme (NPS /
NPS-Lite / APY), duly certified by an external auditor to PFRDA, within 30 days
upon completion of CBS integration, certifying the following:

The list and nomenclature of collection account/s closed and operative.

The status of balances/contributions lying in the collection accounts prior to their
closure.

Documentary proof for closure of collection account/s.

Maintenance of complete audit trail and records for the balances transferred, if
any, in_exceptional cases, from closed collection accounts to the operative
collection account.

Balance lying in the operative collection account along with the clear bifurcation
details of the balance (indicating the reasons for holding such balances) for the
respective pension scheme, as on date of audit certification.

Routine supervisory compliance reporting to PFRDA:

The transferee bank shall submit all pending supervisory reports due upto
31.03.2025 through email at reports-pop@pfrda.org.in.

In case where the compliance officer/s for the transferor bank/s (erstwhile
bank/s) do not exist due to amalgamation of the RRB/s, then newly appointed
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compliance officer from the transferee bank shall submit all pending supervisory
reports due upto 31.03.2025 on behalf of transferor bank separately for each
bank, for the said period, to the above-mentioned email ids. The list and
frequency of the reports are as under:

iii. It would be the responsibility of the transferee bank that the above-mentioned

reports of all the transferor banks are submitted to PFRDA by 30" June 2025.

8.4  Other operational compliances:

The transferor banks and the transferee bank will comply with the below
mentioned activities with respect to subscribers under APY, NPS Lite and NPS:

i. Informing all the subscribers through email/SMS about the proposed
amalgamation;

ii. Displaying the information w.r.t amalgamation in the branches of the banks;

iii.  Arranging transfer of records, funds or securities of the subscribers, at its own
cost and expense and ensure continuity of service to subscribers;

iv. Rectifying the defaults and pending actions, if any; and
V. Taking all other necessary measures in the interest of the subscribers.

9. Tagging of subscribers in CRA system: The process for transferring
subscribers in light of the amalgamation of 26 RRBs into 11, as notified by the Central
Government, may be undertaken in line with the established procedures followed
during previous similar exercises. This approach is not unprecedented, with
comparable amalgamations having been carried out earlier within the RRBs in 2018-
19.

The activities to be undertaken by the CRAs may be executed in a similar manner,
leveraging the experience gained during earlier amalgamations. In those instances,
subscriber tagging was completed successfully and efficiently in coordination with the
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PoPs. CRA is being advised to extend their full support to facilitate a seamless
transition.

Changes to be made in CRA system for the creation of new entity in current scenario
may be intimated to CRA for making necessary changes and initiating the shifting of
tagged subscribers to new entity.

Until the CBS integration is completed, the transferee banks to continue to manage all
pension scheme-related operations as per the current tagging of the transferor banks
in the CRA system, and the integration, once completed, be promptly communicated
CRA to enable the timely initiation of their processes to the officials mentioned below:

S.0. 1627(E).—Whereas the Central Government, after consultation with the National Bank for Agriculture
and Rural Development, the Government of Gujarat and the Bank of Baroda and State Bank of India, being the
Sponsor Banks of Baroda Gujarat Gramin Bank and Saurashtra Gramin Bank, is of the opinion that it is necessary in
the public interest and in the interest of the development of the area served by the aforesaid Regional Rural Banks and
also in the interest of the said Regional Rural Banks themselves, that the said Regional Rural Banks shall be
amalgamated into a single Regional Rural Bank;

Further, if any issue arises in this regard,
the same shall be decided by a Committee comprising representatives of the National Bank for Agriculture and Rural
Development and Sponsor Bank.

8. The transferee Regional Rural Bank shall have the power to post or appoint the employees in the interest of
the bank and the public as a whole anywhere in the entire area of operation of the transferee Regional Rural Bank.

9. The area of operation of the transferee Regional Rural Bank shall be the combined area of operation of the
transferor Regional Rural Banks that is Karnataka Vikas Grameena Bank and Karnataka Gramin Bank in the State of
Karnataka.

10. Unless otherwise expressly provided in this notification, the provisions of the Act shall have the same effect
on the transferee Regional Rural Bank as if it has been established under sub-section (1) of section 3 of the Act.

S.0. 1630(E).—Whereas the Central Government, after consultation with the National Bank for Agriculture
and Rural Development, the Government of Madhya Pradesh and the Bank of India and State Bank of India, being the
Sponsor Banks of Madhya Pradesh Gramin Bank and Madhyanchal Gramin Bank, is of the opinion that it is necessary
in the public interest and in the interest of the development of the area served by the aforesaid Regional Rural Banks
and also in the interest of the said Regional Rural Banks themselves, that the said Regional Rural Banks shall be
amalgamated into a single Regional Rural Bank;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of section 23A of the Regional Rural
Banks Act, 1976 (21 of 1976) (hereinafter referred to as the Act), the Central Government hereby provides for the
amalgamation of the said Regional Rural Banks into a single Regional Rural Bank, which shall come into effect on
and from the 1% day of May, 2025 (hereinafter referred to as the effective date of amalgamation) with such
constitution, property, powers, rights, interests, authorities and privileges; and with such liabilities, duties and
obligations as specified hereunder:-

1. Madhya Pradesh Gramin Bank and Madhyanchal Gramin Bank (hereinafter referred to as the transferor
Regional Rural Banks) sponsored by the Bank of India and State Bank of India in the State of Madhya Pradesh are
hereby amalgamated into a single Regional Rural Bank, which shall be called as Madhya Pradesh Gramin Bank
(hereinafter referred to as the transferee Regional Rural Bank) with its head office at Indore under the sponsorship of
Bank of India.

2. The authorised capital of the transferee Regional Rural Bank shall be rupees two thousand crore divided into
two hundred crore number of fully paid shares of rupees ten each. The subscribed share capital of the transferee
Regional Rural Bank shall be equal to the subscribed share capital of transferor Regional Rural Banks and, therefore,
the entire subscribed share capital of the transferor Regional Rural Banks shall be deemed to have been transferred to
and shall be deemed as subscribed share capital of the transferee Regional Rural Bank.

4, From the effective date of amalgamation, the transferor Regional Rural Banks that is Madhya Pradesh

Gramin Bank and Madhyanchal Gramin Bank in the State of Madhya Pradesh shall cease to carry on the business
including that of making any payment to any depositors or discharge any liability or obligation to the creditors except
to the extent as may be necessary for implementation of the provisions of the amalgamation of this notification.

5. From the effective date of amalgamation, the undertakings of the transferor Regional Rural Banks shall be
transferred to and shall vest in the transferee Regional Rural Bank;

(a) the undertakings of the transferor Regional Rural Banks shall include all assets, rights, powers, authorities and
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privileges and all property movable and immovable, cash balance, reserve funds, investments and all other rights
and interest in or arising out of such property, as are immediately before the commencement of this notification,
in the ownership, possession, power or control of the transferor Regional Rural Banks whether within or outside
India and all books of accounts, registers, records and all other documents of whatever nature relating thereto and
shall also be deemed to include all borrowings, liabilities and obligations of whatever kind then subsisting of the
transferor Regional Rural Banks;

(b) all contracts, deeds, bonds, agreements, guarantees, powers of attorney, grants of legal representation and other
instruments of whatsoever nature subsisting or having effect immediately before the commencement of this
notification and to which the transferor Regional Rural Banks are a party or which are in favour of the transferor
Regional Rural Banks shall be in full force and effect against or in favour of the transferee Regional Rural Bank
and may be enforced or acted upon as fully and effectively as if in the place of the transferor Regional Rural
Banks, the transferee Regional Rural Bank has been a party thereto or as if they had been issued in favour of the
transferee Regional Rural Bank;

(c) if, on the effective date of amalgamation, any suit, appeal or other proceedings of whatsoever nature in relation
to any business of the transferor Regional Rural Banks are pending by, or against to the transferor Regional Rural
Banks, the same shall not abate, be discontinued or be, in any way, prejudicially affected by reason of the transfer
of the undertaking of the transferor Regional Rural Banks or of anything contained in this notification but the suit,
appeal or other proceedings may be continued, prosecuted and enforced by, or against the transferee Regional
Rural Bank;

(d) any reference to the transferor Regional Rural Banks in any agreement, contract, conveyance, assurance, power
of attorney or any other document of whatsoever nature shall be deemed to be a reference to the transferee
Regional Rural Bank and the rights and obligations of the transferor Regional Rural Banks shall be deemed to be
the rights and obligations of the transferee Regional Rural Bank.

6. (@) In respect of every savings banks account or current account or any other deposit account including a
fixed deposit, cash certificate, monthly deposit, deposit payable at call or short notice or any other deposits by
whatever name called with the transferor Regional Rural Bank, the transferee Regional Rural Bank shall open with
itself on the effective date of amalgamation a corresponding and similar account in the name of the respective holders
thereof crediting thereto full amount including interest to the extent payable:

Provided that where the transferee Regional Rural Bank entertains a reasonable doubt about the correctness
of the entries made in any particular account, it may with the approval of the Sponsor Bank withhold the credit to be
made in that account for a period not exceeding three months from the effective date of amalgamation within which
the transferee Regional Rural Bank shall ascertain the correct balance in such account;

(b) in respect of every other liability, notwithstanding anything contained in the Transfer of Property Act, 1882
(4 of 1882) or the Registration Act, 1908 (16 of 1908), this notification shall be sufficient conveyance, in accordance
with the provisions of this notification, of the business, properties, assets and liabilities, rights, interests, powers,
privileges, benefits and obligations of whatever nature of the transferor Regional Rural Banks to the transferee
Regional Rural Bank.

7. () The service of all the employees of the transferor Regional Rural Banks [excepting such of them as not being
workmen within the meaning of the Industrial Disputes Act, 1947 [14 of 1947)] shall continue in the transferee
Regional Rural Bank at the same remuneration and on the same terms and conditions of service or as the case may be,
by which they were governed immediately before the effective date of amalgamation;

(b) The inter-se-seniority of officers and employees, directly recruited or promoted, shall be decided as per the
guidelines by the National Bank for Agriculture and Rural Development issued vide letter number
NB.IDD.RRCBD/2065/462/(1SS)2013-14, dated the 25" November, 2013. Further, if any issue arises in this regard,
the same shall be decided by a Committee comprising representatives of the National Bank for Agriculture and Rural
Development and Sponsor Bank.

S.0. 1633(E).—Whereas the Central Government, after consultation with the National Bank for Agriculture
and Rural Development, the Government of Rajasthan and the State Bank of India and Bank of Baroda, being the
Sponsor Banks of Rajasthan Marudhara Gramin Bank and Baroda Rajasthan Kshetriya Gramin Bank, is of the opinion
that it is necessary in the public interest and in the interest of the development of the area served by the aforesaid
Regional Rural Banks and also in the interest of the said Regional Rural Banks themselves, that the said Regional
Rural Banks shall be amalgamated into a single Regional Rural Bank;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of section 23A of the Regional Rural
Banks Act, 1976 (21 of 1976) (hereinafter referred to as the Act), the Central Government hereby provides for the
amalgamation of the said Regional Rural Banks into a single Regional Rural Bank, which shall come into effect on
and from the 1% day of May, 2025 (hereinafter referred to as the effective date of amalgamation) with such
constitution, property, powers, rights, interests, authorities and privileges; and with such liabilities, duties and
obligations as specified hereunder:-

1. Rajasthan Marudhara Gramin Bank and Baroda Rajasthan Kshetriya Gramin Bank (hereinafter referred to as
the transferor Regional Rural Banks) sponsored by the State Bank of India and Bank of Baroda in the State of
Rajasthan are hereby amalgamated into a single Regional Rural Bank, which shall be called as Rajasthan Gramin
Bank (hereinafter referred to as the transferee Regional Rural Bank) with its head office at Jaipur under the
sponsorship of State Bank of India.

2. The authorised capital of the transferee Regional Rural Bank shall be rupees two thousand crore divided into
two hundred crore number of fully paid shares of rupees ten each. The subscribed share capital of the transferee
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Regional Rural Bank shall be equal to the subscribed share capital of transferor Regional Rural Banks and, therefore,
the entire subscribed share capital of the transferor Regional Rural Banks shall be deemed to have been transferred to
and shall be deemed as subscribed share capital of the transferee Regional Rural Bank.

4. From the effective date of amalgamation, the transferor Regional Rural Banks that is Rajasthan Marudhara
Gramin Bank and Baroda Rajasthan Kshetriya Gramin Bank in the State of Rajasthan shall cease to carry on the
business including that of making any payment to any depositors or discharge any liability or obligation to the
creditors except to the extent as may be necessary for implementation of the provisions of the amalgamation of this
notification.

5. From the effective date of amalgamation, the undertakings of the transferor Regional Rural Banks shall be
transferred to and shall vest in the transferee Regional Rural Bank;

shall also be deemed to include all borrowings, liabilities and obligations of whatever kind then subsisting of the
transferor Regional Rural Banks;

(b) all contracts, deeds, bonds, agreements, guarantees, powers of attorney, grants of legal representation and other
instruments of whatsoever nature subsisting or having effect immediately before the commencement of this
notification and to which the transferor Regional Rural Banks are a party or which are in favour of the transferor
Regional Rural Banks shall be in full force and effect against or in favour of the transferee Regional Rural Bank
and may be enforced or acted upon as fully and effectively as if in the place of the transferor Regional Rural
Banks, the transferee Regional Rural Bank has been a party thereto or as if they had been issued in favour of the
transferee Regional Rural Bank;

(c) if, on the effective date of amalgamation, any suit, appeal or other proceedings of whatsoever nature in relation
to any business of the transferor Regional Rural Banks are pending by, or against to the transferor Regional Rural
Banks, the same shall not abate, be discontinued or be, in any way, prejudicially affected by reason of the transfer
of the undertaking of the transferor Regional Rural Banks or of anything contained in this notification but the suit,
appeal or other proceedings may be continued, prosecuted and enforced by, or against the transferee Regional
Rural Bank;

(d) any reference to the transferor Regional Rural Banks in any agreement, contract, conveyance, assurance, power
of attorney or any other document of whatsoever nature shall be deemed to be a reference to the transferee
Regional Rural Bank and the rights and obligations of the transferor Regional Rural Banks shall be deemed to be
the rights and obligations of the transferee Regional Rural Bank.

6. @ In respect of every savings banks account or current account or any other deposit account including
a fixed deposit, cash certificate, monthly deposit, deposit payable at call or short notice or any other deposits by
whatever name called with the transferor Regional Rural Banks, the transferee Regional Rural Bank shall open with
itself on the effective date of amalgamation a corresponding and similar account in the name of the respective holders
thereof crediting thereto full amount including interest to the extent payable:

Provided that where the transferee Regional Rural Bank entertains a reasonable doubt about the correctness
of the entries made in any particular account, it may with the approval of the Sponsor Bank withhold the credit to be
made in that account for a period not exceeding three months from the effective date of amalgamation within which
the transferee Regional Rural Bank shall ascertain the correct balance in such account;

(b) in respect of every other liability, notwithstanding anything contained in the Transfer of Property Act, 1882
(4 of 1882) or the Registration Act, 1908 (16 of 1908), this notification shall be sufficient conveyance, in accordance

with the provisions of this notification, of the business, properties, assets and liabilities, rights, interests, powers,
privileges, benefits and obligations of whatever nature of the transferor Regional Rural Banks to the transferee
Regional Rural Bank.
